Artists who submit artworks for publication (hereinafter referred to as the “Work”), to the Athabasca University Governing Council as represented by the Journal of Integrated Studies  (hereinafter referred to as the “Journal of Integrated Studies”) hereby agree to release the Work pursuant to  the Creative Commons Attribution-Noncommercial-No Derivative Works 2.5 Canada Licence. This licence allows anyone to reproduce and distribute the Work for non-commercial purposes provided that appropriate attribution is given. Artists warrant that the Work:

The artist agrees to indemnify, defend  and save harmless the Editorial Board, contractors, agents, and staff of the Journal of Integrated Studies (as a group and individual members), from all actions, causes of action, liabilities, costs and expenses of any kind whatsoever—including legal fees and court costs (on a solicitor client basis)—related to the publication or non-publication of the Work and as the result of a breach of any of the above warranties

In the event of any dispute between the artist and the Journal of Integrated Studies, both parties will use their best efforts to resolve the dispute in a mutually satisfactory manner, failing which, the dispute shall be resolved in accordance with the Province of Alberta's Arbitration Act, R.S.A. 2000, c.
